A major force to emerge in fashion in the 1920s, she was one of the century's most influential
designers and entrepreneurs. Her fashion designs liberated women from the 19th century
corset. She designed her first chemise dress in 1920 and the collarless cardigan jacket in 1925.
Simplicity, elegance and comfort marked her style. She introduced her signature perfume
fragrance Chanel No. 5 in 1925.
